IV. ASOC STATEMENTS AND INTERVENTIONS
Scientific Committee

October 26: Marine Protected Areas (Rob Nicoll):

ASOC is pleased with the progress in WG-EMM on MPAs and urges the Committee to progress this issue
with a work plan to achieve the development of comprehensive and representative networks across the
Southern ocean by 2010, including, but not limited to, the 11 areas currently prioritized for marine spatial
protection. ASOC also calls on the Scientific Committee to adopt the proposal for the candidate MPA in the
South Orkney Islands region put forward by the UK and EC without further delay.

October 27: ASOC Opening Statement (Rodolfo Werner Kinkelin, delivered in Spanish):
ASOC has submitted to this meeting the following papers that are relevant to the work of the Scientific
Committee:
= CCAMLR-XXVIII/BG/27: The need for interim protective measures for Antarctic krill fishing in Area 48
= CCAMLR-XXVIII/BG/28: The case for special protection of the Ross Sea
= CCAMLR-XXVIIl/BG/30: CCAMLR’s 3-year challenge: delivering a comprehensive and representative
protected areas network in the Southern Ocean
= CCAMLR-XXVIII/BG/33: The need for global and regional responses to climate change

With regard to Antarctic krill, our paper references our concerns for the discussion at this year’s meeting on
the management of this fishery, and particularly interim protective measures and the need to improve
monitoring of krill predators. Other priorities for further action include systematic scientific observer
coverage, and concerns over uncertainty on krill removals as a result of problems with data reporting and
krill escapement mortality. In this introductory statement we will just focus on what we regard a
particularly urgent call, which is the adoption of interim protective measures for predators in Subareas 48.1,
48.2 and 48.3. The last risk assessment - undertaken in the context of WG-EMM- shows that the rules
currently in place for krill fishing are not sufficiently precautionary to achieve the objectives of the
Convention. It is therefore evident that the time has come for this Committee to make a clear
recommendation to the Commission aimed at reducing the risks for predators as a result of krill fishing. The
last WG-EMM meeting considered that an interim subdivision of the krill catch limit (trigger level) amongst
Subareas would be a pragmatic approach until SSMU allocations are in place. ASOC supports this approach
and hopes that the Scientific Committee can agree on a recommendation along these lines. We also think
that additional measures should be adopted this year to limit concentration of fishing in coastal areas,
following a similar rationale to that applied in Subarea 48.6.
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On marine protected areas, CCAMLR is faced with a three-year challenge to meet the World Summit on
Sustainable Development (WSSD) commitments on the implementation of a representative system of MPAs
and marine reserves by 2012. In order to meet this challenge, expansion and intensification of efforts are
needed, as highlighted by the key recommendations in the CCAMLR Performance Review Panel Report. This
can be achieved if Members commit the required scientific and management expertise, as well as funding,
and apply their efforts against a well designed work plan. The United Kingdom's proposal for marine
protection in sub-area 48.2 is valuable step in the right direction. ASOC hopes that this Committee can
provide a clear recommendation to the Commission to endorse this proposal. In addition, this initiative
should be matched by other Members efforts in the coming three years across and beyond all 11 areas
prioritised for marine spatial protection and management.

In this context, the Ross Sea, already identified by CCAMLR as a priority for protection, is, according to a
recent study (Halpern et al, 2009), the least damaged shelf sea on the planet. Unlike most of the world’s
oceans, the Ross Sea still retains its top predators and as such it constitutes a unique ‘living laboratory’.
Designation of the Ross Sea as a marine reserve would enable scientists to continue studying the ecosystem
and the impacts of climate change unconfused by the effects of fishing.

Regarding climate change, it is well known to this Committee that climate-related changes to Southern
Ocean ecosystems are accelerating, with adverse impacts on species and ecosystem dynamics. Predicted
future reductions in sea ice overall will lead to major alterations in the distribution and abundance of
Antarctic marine species. In meeting its obligations for ecosystem-based management of Antarctic fisheries,
CCAMLR needs to develop tools and methodologies that take into account the cumulative impacts of fishing
and climate change.

ASOC encourages the Scientific Committee to intensify its efforts to provide the Commission with advice for
sound management decisions aimed at reducing non-climate stresses. This should include: establishing a
series of marine protected areas of ecologically significant size to increase the resilience of the ecosystem to
cope with the stresses of climate change; applying further precaution in the establishment of maximum
catch limits, especially in those areas where it is known that ocean climate is changing rapidly (such as in
Areas 48 and 88); and using flexible, adaptive approaches through improved ecosystem monitoring and the
integration of monitoring indices and management rules.

As a final remark, ASOC would like to highlight the importance of the work of this Committee for the
achievement of CCAMLR objectives. Science is one CCAMLR’s fundamental pillars and as such it needs to be
constantly nurtured and considered. In this context, ASOC welcomes the calls made by several Members to
improve the work of the Scientific Committee and its working groups. In particular, we encourage all
CCAMLR Members to increase participation of qualified scientists in CCAMLR working groups so as to ensure
that working group recommendations represent the best scientific advice and that such advice is accepted
by Members.

October 28: Krill Observers (Rodolfo Werner Kinkelin):

As we have been calling for years, we continue to consider systematic observer coverage a minimum
standard for the krill fishery. We greatly appreciate the efforts undertaken by several CCAMLR Members to
make progress on this issue. We urge all fishing nations to participate actively in the work to be undertaken
in the context of WG-SAM and WG- EMM, especially in the design of a scientific observer program for krill.
We think that it is imperative that Members not only participate in the meetings, but also that they
contribute actively to the discussions. For that reason, it is essential that representatives from all Members
with the adequate expertise are present at those meetings. Finally, having been part of the process to
design the observer program for krill, we hope that Members will be able to endorse the recommendations
resulting from the next WG EMM meeting in regards to observers, when the Scientific Committee meets
next year, which would allow the Commission to finally adopt a conservation measure on this matter at
CCAMLR XXIX.
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SCIC:

October 27: Opening Statement (Adriana Fabra, delivered in Spanish)

ASOC wishes to draw your attention in particular to our papers CCAMLR XXVIII/BG/29, 31.Rev1, and 32.
ASOC also welcomes the various proposals submitted this year by Members to strengthen CCAMLR
measures to combat IUU fishing, including France’s proposal to amend CM 10-04 to unify all VMS data
transmission timeframes, which can be of particular assistance in identifying any potentially IUU activity in
the CCAMLR area. ASOC is also pleased to see renewed efforts to improve States’ domestic measures to
foster compliance with CCAMLR Conservation Measures, as proposed by Argentina.

We are also aware that significant additional steps must be taken if compliance by recalcitrant States is to
be ensured. To this end, ASOC welcomes, again this year, the EC’s proposal for a conservation measure
concerning the adoption of market-related measures, and is hopeful that Members shall be able to agree on
a set of provisions that ensure that identified action by flag States contrary to CCAMLR rules is not tolerated.

Despite this year’s useful proposals by Members, ASOC needs to acknowledge that in past years there has
been little progress in CCAMLR’s efforts to actually reduce IUU fishing. ASOC considers that future action by
CCAMLR against IUU fishing needs to be taken in the context of a planned and coherent strategy, which
systematically incorporates lessons learnt and recommendations from the Performance Review Report and
also incorporates progress made in other international fora.

ASOC wishes to highlight at this meeting the importance of the finalization, at the FAO, of the Agreement on
Port State Control to prevent, deter and eliminate IUU fishing. This proposed treaty will set the international
minimum standard on one of the most cost-effective measures against IUU fishing. ASOC requests SCIC to
recommend to the Commission that it starts taking steps to align CCAMLR port State measures with the
provisions of the proposed Port State Control Agreement, and that it adopts a Resolution at this meeting in
support of this treaty, urging its Members to sign, ratify and implement the Agreement as soon as possible.

Finally, ASOC would like to draw the attention of distinguished delegates to research conducted by one of its
members, the Pew Environment Group, which analysed the impact of port State measures on the operations

of vessels that have been listed as IUU fishing vessels by CCAMLR and other organizations. Preliminary

results from this research show that CCAMLR has a good record in developing and implementing port State
measures when compared to other fishery management organizations. Nevertheless, it also indicates that

there have been a number of port visits of IUU-listed vessels to ports of CCAMLR Contracting Parties, which

could be potential violations of CCAMLR Conservation Measures. ASOC wishes to kindly request, on behalf of

Pew, that SCIC informs the Commission about this research, urging its Members to respond to the data
obtained in this research project, so that the best available information can be published in its final report

and so that IUU-caught fish can be more effectively excluded from markets.

With regard to Antarctic krill, our paper references our concerns for the discussion related to the
management of this fishery, and particularly interim protective measures and the need to improve
monitoring of krill predators.

The last risk assessment — undertaken in the context of WGEMM — shows that the rules currently in place for
krill fishing are not sufficiently precautionary to achieve the objectives of the Convention. The last WGEMM
meeting considered that an interim subdivision of the krill catch limit (trigger level) amongst Subareas
would be a pragmatic approach until SSMU allocations are in place.

We call on the Commission to support option 4, as recommended by the Scientific Committee and proposed
by the Government of the Ukraine because it proposes to subdividing the catch limit for krill in Area 48,
among subareas, based on the best science available AND would further subdivide the catch between
coastal and pelagic SSMUs to prevent consolidation in the krill fishery. In our view, this proposal has the
greatest potential to reduce the risks for predators as a result of krill fishing.

Other priorities include systematic scientific observer coverage and concerns over uncertainty on krill
removals as a result of problems with data reporting and krill escapement mortality.

On marine protected areas, ASOC fully supports the suggested milestones for progressing the work on
identifying and establishing a comprehensive and representative network of marine protected areas and
marine reserves in line with the 2012 targets. In addition, ASOC encourages Member states to be bold in
putting multiple perspective sites that are of sufficient scale to fulfil the full range of agreed conservation
objectives including the urgent need to build the resilience necessary to buffer against the impacts of
climate change. In this regard, ASOC urges members to put forward a proposal to protect the Ross Sea Shelf
and slope that has emerged as a clear priority for protection as underscored by the fine scale bio-
regionalization overseen by New Zealand.

With regard to IUU fishing, ASOC welcomes the intervention of Australia extolling CCAMLR to keep up the
fight to end IUU fishing. A new strategy and commitment to end IUU fishing in the Southern Ocean is
needed. This problem continues to persist at high levels. Ideally this would be best started by a Decision at
this year’s CCAMLR meeting agreeing on a mission statement and a collaborative process aimed at adopting
a package of more effective conservation measures. Internationally we urge all FAO member states work to
ensure that the FAO conference endorse the recently completed Port State Agreement so that it can be open
for signature and ratification by all countries as a matter of urgency.

ASOC would like to acknowledge the importance of the proposed MOU between CCAMLR and ACAP
(Agreement for the Conservation of Albatrosses and Petrels) and commends CCAMLR for taking this
important step to further cooperate with other relevant Agreements to enhance conservation of Antarctic
living marine life. ASOC would also like to remind ACAP Member countries present of their binding
obligations under the Agreement to address issues of seabird conservation both within and outside of areas
of national jurisdiction. ASOC also implores CCAMLR members which are not party to ACAP to join and to
implement the agreement as comprehensively as possible to enhance Albatross and Petrel Conservation
globally.

With regard to the Performance Review, ASOC appreciated the opportunity to introduce our paper this
morning. We would only add our support for the Capacity Building Fund and its potential to be a critical
element in improving the overall effectiveness of capacity building. We would also urge CCAMLR to start to
allow NGO observers at all working groups. ASOC wanted to note that we too felt it was an important joint
meeting in April between CEP and CCAMLR and would encourage further steps be taken to increase the
integration of both committee’s work.
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As a final remark, ASOC would also like to inform you about two events that its member groups are hosting
this week and to which all delegates are invited. Tomorrow at lunch the Pew Antarctic Krill Conservation
Project will be hosting an event on krill and IUU Port State Research at the Hadley hotel and tomorrow night
WWEF, AAD and the ACRC will host an evening event at the Duke to launch the Southern Ocean Sentinel
Workshop Report. We look forward to seeing all delegates at these events.

Thank you Mr. Chairman and we look forward to engaging in the discussions on the above issues and others
during this week.

November 2: Performance Review (Gerry Leape):

ASOC would like to commend for consideration by The Commission the following ASOC Paper: CCAMLR
XXVIIl BG 29: Taking Action On CCAMLR’S Performance Review. ASOC urges CCAMLR to develop a roadmap
on how to assess the recommendations from the performance review panel and turn them into policy
changes on issues including krill fishing, IUU, MPAs and climate change and to monitor progress to
determine whether actual changes are being achieved.

November 3: Climate Change (Gerry Leape):
| would like to commend to the commission for their consideration the following ASOC Paper: CCAMLR-
XXVIII/BG/33: The need for global and regional responses to climate change. Change is already occurring to
the Southern Ocean due to a warming climate, with adverse impacts on species and ecosystem dynamics
including:

¥ Changes in atmospheric circulation including increasing winds and modified frequency and intensity

of storms

¥ Changes in ocean state such as increased acidity freshening of the surface and deep layers

¥ Anoverall reduction in sea ice thickness and extent during the last century

¥ Poleward movement of Adelie penguin colonies and evidence of reduced krill stocks.

Last year CCAMLR officially recognized the need to consider climate change in the course of its conservation
and management mandate. Further recognizing that both a regional and global response is necessary to
address climate change in the Southern Ocean, ASOC urges CCAMLR to consider the following:

Regarding the proposal for a climate change resolution proposed by ASOC, we thank the EC, Norway and
the UK for their leadership.

November 3: MPAs (Rob Nicoll):

Firstly, ASOC encourages CCAMLR to adopt the proposal for the candidate MPA in the South Orkney Islands
region put forward by the UK and EC without further delay and we share the hope of New Zealand and the
proposals proponents that concerns associated with the proposal can be addressed at this meeting.

ASOC is pleased with the progress both in WG-EMM and the Scientific Committee this year with agreement
on a work plan and milestones to enable the achievement of comprehensive and representative networks
across all, but not limited to, the 11 areas prioritized for marine spatial protection and management work

This agreed work plan must be supported by appropriate commitments and investments of CCAMLR
Members' time, their scientific, policy and management expertise, and importantly, additional funding to
the MPA special fund to make this work possible.

ASOC recognizes there is a significant body of work currently under way within the Western Antarctic
Peninsula, The South Orkneys, the Kerguelen Plateau, Prydz Bay and the Ross Sea region and encourages
Members to submit bold proposals for additional work in other regions with urgency to ensure the that the
work plan’s milestones are achieved in line with the 2012 targets.
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Finally related to ASOC’s interest in this area we would like to thank the United States for their
recommendation that observers be enabled to attend future EMM working group meetings.

November 6: Climate Change [Paragraph 12.77] (Gerry Leape)

ASOC is appreciative of the Commission achieving consensus on Resolution 30/XXVIIl, which underscores the
importance of both a regional and global response to climate change in regard to the Southern Ocean.
ASOC would like to request that the Chairman of the Commission convey with urgency the CCAMLR
Commission's encouragement for the UNFCCC to achieve an effective global response to climate change to
the Executive Secretary of the UNFCCC in light of the negotiations of that body currently underway in
Barcelona.

November 6: MPA [Paragraph 7.11] (Gerry Leape)

ASOC commends the Commission for the establishment of this first MPA in the vicinity of the South Orkneys
as it constitutes an important step to establishing a network across the Southern Ocean. The methodology
employed by the United Kingdom to identify the boundaries of the South Orkneys MPA in their original
proposal was based on the best available science and is applicable across the Southern Ocean. By reducing
the MPA’s borders and making allowances for fisheries, the principles behind the original proposal have
been undermined and the ecological values of the new MPA compromised.

ASOC trusts that Member States will take the lessons from this year and will return next year with proposals
for MPAs that are of sufficient scale to actually meet agreed conservation objectives and confer real
protection to the Southern Ocean.

November 6: Krill distribution of fishing effort (Gerry Leape)

ASOC supported the proposal from the Government of the Ukraine that was based on the best science
available included not only a split between subareas but a further subdivision between coastal and pelagic
areas to protect predators. Over the course of this week, despite the best efforts of certain governments to
maintain it, the talk about disbursal devolved into a political argument about numbers. ASOC is concerned
that the increasing interest of Commission members in accommodating fishing interests over conservation is
upsetting the balance called for in Article Il of the convention that says that stresses the importance of
conservation.

The numbers agreed today are not sufficiently precautionary to provide protection to land based predators.

The lasting value of this conservation measure will be measured by the commitment of fishing countries to
collect the data in the krill fishery and submit it in usable formats to the Scientific Committee, the
commitment of time by the Scientific Committee to spend the time to develop specific direction to the
Commission in 2011 through recommendations for revisions and subsequently the commitment of the
Commission to act on those recommendations. In the interim, we would strongly urge the SC to not lose
sight of the need to reach agreement on small scale management unit allocations and the development and
adoption of feedback mechanisms for management of the krill fishery.

While we appreciate the merits of reaching this agreement, ASOC regrets that that the Commission couldn’t
go further this year and we will be watching to see if there is the political will to act on the above issues.

November 6: Krill distribution proposal [CM 51-01] (Gerry Leape)

Thanks to EC UK and US for their interventions. We want to thank the Government of the Ukraine not only
for their original proposal but for their tireless work this week in trying to reach consensus around an
agreement to distribute the krill catch. We also appreciate the efforts of those who were supporting the
Government of the Ukraine in that effort.

With the pending numbers being far less conservative than were being proposed, it became more critical to
review this decision in two years. In doing so, it has increased the urgency and necessity for all fishing
countries in Area 48 to not only collect biological data about the krill stock but to submit it in a form that is
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useful to the CCAMLR scientific committee for their work in preparing for this review in 2011. The
Commission must commit to act on their advice at that meeting.

In closing ASOC wants to remind parties that the need to establish a precautionary ecosystem based
management system for krill, prompted the negotiation of this Convention 28 years ago. We respectfully
submit that it is now time to finish the job.

November 6: Proposed additional wording to go after para 12.53 on new and exploratory fisheries

(Gerry Leape)

The SC has identified the failure of many country fishers to meet their research obligations in exploratory
fisheries and some countries to implement CMs and produce assessments of the impacts of bottom fishing
of their vessels for assessment by the SC. ASOC considers it is essential for CCAMLR’s credibility that all
members to meet their obligations under conservation measures and carry out required research in the
coming year. In future years the Commission should reject applications from fishers who fails to meet their
obligations.
